
NCSPHS AMENDMENT

The Neighborhoods, Community Services, Public Health and Safety Committee offers the following second amendment to File No. 2018-171:
(1) On page 1, lines 7-12, strike ““HIT FREE ZONES” IN CITY-OWNED PROPERTY AND FACILITIES, TRAINING OF EMPLOYEES FOR SUPPORTIVE INTERVENTION, AND POSTING OF SIGNAGE ON CITY-OWNED PROPERTY OR FACILITIES IDENTIFYING THE PROPERTY AS “HIT FREE ZONE” AREAS” and insert “CITY HALL AS A “HIT FREE ZONE,” TRAINING OF EMPLOYEES FOR SUPPORTIVE INTERVENTION, AND POSTING OF SIGNAGE AT CITY HALL IDENTIFYING THE PROPERTY AS A “HIT FREE ZONE” AREA”;
(2) On page 1, lines 30-31, and page 2, line 1, strike “the Council believes that City-owned property and facilities should be designated as “Hit Free Zones,” which are areas” and insert “the Council believes that City Hall should be designated as a “Hit Free Zone,” which is an area”;
(3) On page 2, lines 4-6, strike “as designated “Hit Free Zones,” City-owned property and facilities” and insert “as a designated “Hit Free Zone,” City Hall”;
(4) On page 2, line 10, strike “on City-owned property” and insert “, such as City Hall”;
(5) On page 2, lines 11-13, strike “areas is to create and reinforce an environment of safety and comfort for all people who come in or on City-owned property or facilities” and insert “area is to create and reinforce an environment of safety and comfort for all people who come in to City Hall”;
(6) On page 2, lines 15-25, strike Section 1 in its entirety and insert a new Section 1 to read as follows:
“Section 1.
Council Support. The City Council strongly supports the designation of City Hall – St. James Building, located at 117 West Duval Street, as a “Hit Free Zone” area. The City Council also urges the Administration to develop a thorough policy regarding the designation of City Hall as a “Hit Free Zone,” including installation of signage at City Hall, and training for City employees to provide for supportive intervention in conjunction with the “Hit Free Zone” policy. The Administration shall be responsible for extending the designation to other city-owned properties and facilities as it sees fit. The Administration is also urged to work with the Constitutional Officers and allow them to develop policies for each of their own offices and facilities.”;
(7) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.    
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
