RESOLUTION 2018-173-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING THE LEGACY OF CARE, INC., FOR ITS COMMITMENT TO DUVAL COUNTY RESIDENTS IN IMPROVING THEIR ACCESS TO HEALTHCARE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Legacy of Care, Inc., was founded on May 13, 2006, by Filipino Nurses for the purpose of providing free comprehensive medical care to uninsured and underinsured residents of Jacksonville, Florida; and

WHEREAS, the Legacy of Care, Inc., is committed to addressing the gaps in healthcare and the stressful economic impact posed by inaccessibility to medical care. Thus, without government funding or grants, the organization encourages the community to support its mission of ensuring that individuals that cannot afford medical insurance or qualify for public health care can still have access to a continuum of quality health care; and
WHEREAS, the work of the Legacy of Care, Inc., has enhanced the vitality of Jacksonville through its continuous services such as health and wellness education, management of common chronic diseases, life-saving screenings, laboratory tests, radiology, specialty referral, prescription and medication assistance; and
WHEREAS, the services provided by Legacy of Care, Inc., are available to Duval County residents that are at least 21 years old with an income below the Federal Poverty Line; a denial from the Medicaid Program; an employee of a small business that cannot provide health insurance; an immigrant who cannot obtain government-funded health assistance, or an employee that has lost their job and health insurance for any reason; and
WHEREAS, the entire City of Jacksonville has benefited from the commitment and work of Legacy of Care, Inc., by assisting people of all racial backgrounds. The countless volunteer hours of the registered nurses, physicians, nurse practitioners, and other medical and non-medical professionals have contributed to the success and care of mankind in creating a system that links its clients to healthcare; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville

Section 1.    The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends the Legacy of Care, Inc., for its invaluable contribution of care and compassion to Jacksonville and its residents. The City Council recognizes that providing all citizens with equal access to health care is essential to and directly connected to the economic progress of the city and a healthier community.

Section 2.    Effective Date. This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
