RESOLUTION 2018-175-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING ESTELLE MCKISSICK FOR HER DECADES OF SERVICE IN EDUCATION AND SERVICE TO THE COMMUNITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Estelle McKissick, a descendent of one of Jacksonville’s pioneer families, graduated from Stanton High School and received her bachelor’s degree from Hampton University and her master’s degree in education from Jacksonville University; and


WHEREAS, Mrs. McKissick spent 41 years in dedicated service to the Duval County Public Schools, including 20 years as a teacher and 16 years as a school principal, and for several decades has also directed the B.E.S.T. (Bethel Enhancing Students Totally) Saturday school program for fifth to twelfth graders at Bethel Baptist Institutional Church, which this year is celebrating its 25th anniversary of service; and


WHEREAS, Estelle McKissick has been extremely involved in many aspects of community service and volunteerism, including serving as a board member for organizations such as the Girls Club, Big Brothers and Big Sisters, Ronald McDonald House, Hubbard House, and the Jacksonville Urban League; serving as a mentor with the Career Beginnings Program and Project Blueprint; chairing the Duval County Schools’ Brotherhood Month Observance; and serving a variety of other causes and institutions in many ways; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. McKissick, the wife of Bethel Baptist Pastor Emeritus Rev. Rudolph McKissick, Sr., is a life member of the NAACP, the Florida PTA Congress and Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority and has received numerous honors and recognitions throughout the years for her dedicated and effective service, including being named an Eve Award finalist in the areas of Education and Volunteer Service; and

WHEREAS, Estelle McKissick has recently announced her retirement as director of the B.E.S.T. school, and this announcement offers an occasion for the community to express its heartfelt thanks to her for her many years of service to the community in so many ways; now therefore
