RESOLUTION 2018-177-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING OFFICER CHARLES CARTER ON BEING NAMED THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE 2018 CORRECTIONS OFFICER OF THE YEAR; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, JSO Corrections Officer Charles Carter is assigned to the Corrections Intelligence Unit at the Pre-Trial Detention Facility, and the Intelligence Unit is responsible for assessing information to maintain jail security. Gathering intelligence inside a jail requires an alertness to suspicious activity, as well as the surveillance of communications and visitor logs, and Officer Carter’s work has been instrumental in the investigations of numerous crimes within the jail; and 

WHEREAS, one significant threat to jail safety is the smuggling of contraband from the outside, and over the past two years, Officer Charles Carter has made exceptional efforts to avert such crimes between the public on the outside with those who are incarcerated. When it was discovered that contraband was being smuggled to inmates through a cell window, Officer Carter quickly ascertained who was responsible for the security breach and spent hours listening to inmate phone calls to develop a timeline of events. Through Officer Carter’s dedication, four suspects pleaded guilty to felony charges and were sentenced to state prison time; and

WHEREAS, on another occasion, Officer Carter discovered a smuggling plot where a visitor was planning to bring drugs to an inmate inside the jail. Officer Carter came to work on his day off to make sure the perpetrators were caught and charged with their crimes; and  

WHEREAS, preventing the entry of contraband is not the only focus for the Corrections Intelligence Unit, when Officer Carter suspected inappropriate behavior between an attorney and an inmate, Officer Carter’s meticulous intelligence review led to the attorney’s arrest; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commends Corrections Officer Charles Carter for his hard work and keen insight, and honors him for being named as the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office 2018 Corrections Officer of the Year.
