A RESOLUTION HONORING DETECTIVES MARGO RHATIGAN AND GLENN WARKENTIEN - THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE 2018 POLICE OFFICERS OF THE YEAR; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Detectives Margo Rhatigan and Glenn Warkentien are assigned to the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office Investigations Division in the Homicide Unit’s Cold Case Team, which investigates unsolved murders and other crimes where all leads have been exhausted; and through the efforts of Detectives Rhatigan and Warkentien, two high profile cold cases were solved last year; and 

WHEREAS, in 1974, an armed robbery led to the murder of store owner Freddie Farah at the Grand Park Food Store on Kings Road, and for decades the case remained unsolved. Detectives Margo Rhatigan and Glenn Warkentien reviewed the case in 2016 and renewed witness interviews, and with advancements in fingerprinting technology the detectives were able to solve the case when latent fingerprints were connected to a suspect in New Orleans; and

WHEREAS, in 1998, newborn Kamiyah Mobley was kidnapped from a local hospital and vanished without a trace, and after a city-wide search, no clues could be found as to her whereabouts. After 18 years and thousands of tips from the public, Detectives Rhatigan and Warkentien received information from the National Center for Missing and Exploited Children that aided the investigation. The trail of evidence led the detectives to South Carolina where Ms. Mobley was found safe and the abduction was finally solved; and


WHEREAS, Detectives Margo Rhatigan and Glenn Warkentien exhibited tenacity and strong investigative skills; and these detectives patiently pored over clues from seemingly unsolvable cases for crimes committed years ago; and through their efforts and teamwork justice has been served and cold cases have finally been resolved and closed; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commends Detectives Margo Rhatigan and Glenn Warkentien for their dedication and hard work, and honors them for being named the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office 2018 Police Officers of the Year.
