RESOLUTION 2018-179-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND MOURNING THE PASSING OF MARION GRAHAM, JR.; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Marion Graham, Jr., a native of Salem, Alabama, was born February 26, 1944, to the late Mr. Marion Graham, Sr. & Mrs. Josephine M. Graham. He attended local public schools and graduated from Wacoochee High School. He continued his education in Dallas, Texas at the Dallas Institute of Funeral Service, and Jones College and Saint Thomas Christian University in Jacksonville, Florida. Marion Graham, Jr., married Lucinda B. Graham and their union was blessed with two sons: Marion Graham, III and E. Maurice Graham, Sr.; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Graham, a proud veteran, served in the United States Army from 1965 to 1967, and in the Florida National Guard until 1979. In October 1975, he accepted his assignment to help and provide support to others through the establishment of the Marion Graham Mortuaries. Marion Graham’s commitment and dedication to rendering exceptional service to bereaved families has significantly impacted the lives of many; and

WHEREAS, Marion Graham was a dignified man that possessed an impressive inner strength and a great sense of humor. He was well known and respected in the community. His affiliations included, but not limited to, First Coast Funeral Directors Association, Fourth Regional District Florida Morticians Association, Independent Funeral Directors Association of Florida, National Funeral Director and Embalmers Association, Eastside Brotherhood within the Eastside Community of Jacksonville, 100 Black Men of America, Inc. - Jacksonville Chapter, and the Maceo Elks Lodge. His leadership roles included: Editor, Journal Florida Morticians Association, Inc.; Chairman, Board of Funeral Directors and Embalmers for the State of Florida; and President, Florida Morticians Association, Inc. The numerous awards and recognitions received by Dr. Graham are just a small indication of his personal beliefs and professional standards. He was appreciative and humbled by every acknowledgment given to or about him, because his work was simply about sharing his heart to care for others; now therefore
