Bill Summary: This bill appropriates $250,000.00 from the Special Council Contingency designated for JSO Recruiting to purchase and install ten additional Rectangular Rapid Flashing Beacons (RRFB) Crosswalk Signals or their equivalents on city streets as recommended according to the priority as listed in the Pedestrian and Bicycle Master Plan; and amends the 2018-2022 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2017-505-E to provide additional funding for the project entitled Roadway Safety Project - Ped X-Ing. 
Background Information: The funds designated in the Special Council Contingency for JSO to hire new officers in this year’s budget will not be used. Therefore, the request is to appropriate the funds to cover the expense to improve pedestrian and bicycle safety. The additional RRFBs will increase the number of locations funded on the Pedestrian and Bicycle Master Plan priority list. The CIP amendment is in the community’s best interest to avoid unnecessary delays in improving safety.
