ORDINANCE 2018-189-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $250,000.00 FROM the SPECIAL COUNCIL CONTINGENCY designated for JSO RECRUITING TO PURCHASE AND INSTALL TEN ADDITIONAL RECTANGULAR RAPID FLASHING BEACONS (“RRFB”) CROSSWALK SIGNALS OR THEIR EQUIVALENTS ON CITY STREETS AS RECOMMENDED ACCORDING TO THE PRIORITY AS LISTED IN THE PEDESTRIAN AND BICYCLE MASTER PLAN; AMENDING THE 2018-2022 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2017-505-E TO PROVIDE ADDITIONAL FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “ROADWAY SAFETY PROJECT - PED X-ING”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2017-2018 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation: 
The funding above is being appropriated from a Special Council Contingency designated to supplement the Sheriff’s Office budget as needed (for the hiring of another class and based on JSO testimony during Council deliberation of their recent reorganization, it was confirmed that such funds will not be required this year) to fund the purchase and installation of 10 additional RRFB crosswalk signals or their equivalents.
Section 2. 
Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to purchase and install 10 additional Rectangular Rapid Flashing Beacons (RRFB) or their equivalents on City streets. The additional funding will be added to the funding already appropriated for this use and will increase the number of  locations funded consistent with the priority list within the Pedestrian and Bicycle Master Plan. A copy of the relevant portion of the Pedestrian and Bicycle Master Plan is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by reference.
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2017-505-E, being the 2018-2022 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide additional funding for the project entitled “Roadway Safety Project - Ped X-ing.” The Project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral would result in installation of only 10 RRFB crosswalks or equivalents for this fiscal year; there are 88 priority locations for said crosswalks in the Pedestrian and Bicycle Master Plan and the quicker they can be installed, the greater the chance of possible reduction in pedestrian or bicycle injuries at locations where they are planned. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2017-505-E. In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2017-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
