Bill Summary: The ordinance appropriates a total of $37,398.25 from the Tree Protection and Related Expenses Trust Fund to include $18,260.20 from Charter Subfund 15N for site preparation and planting of 44 Longleaf Pine and 26 Southern Red Cedar, and $19,138.05 from Ordinance Subfund 15F for site preparation and planting of 45 Crape Myrtle ‘Muskogee’, to Sites 1, 2 and 3 on Beach Boulevard Service Road between Patton Road and Beach Boulevard, in Council District 4, for a project known as “Patton RD & Beach Blvd Tree Planting”; Procurement Directive utilizing the continuing contract of Davey Tree Service; provides for the Public Works Department to oversee the project.
Background Information: The plantings will prove screening of an expanse of asphalt parking lots, erosion control, and additional storm water retention through the uptake of water by the trees, in an older commercial area that is currently barren of vegetation.  The area was historically vegetated in Long Lea Pines prior to its urbanized development.  The soil is sandy, thus the species of Long Leaf Pine, Southern Red Cedar and Crape Myrtle are appropriate.
