ORDINANCE 2018-190
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING A TOTAL OF $37,398.25 FROM THE TREE PROTECTION AND RELATED EXPENSES TRUST FUND, TO INCLUDE $18,260.20 FROM CHARTER SUBFUND 15N for site preparation and PLANTing of 44 LONGLEAF PINE AND 26 southern red cedar, AND $19,138.05 FROM ORDINANCE SUBFUND 15F for site preparation and PLANTing of 45 Crape Myrtle ‘Muskogee’, to sites 1, 2 and 3 ON beach boulevard SERVICE ROAD BETWEEN PATTON ROAD and BEACH BOULEVARD, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4, FOR A PROJECT KNOWN AS “PATTON RD & BEACH BLVD TREE PLANTING”; PROCUREMENT DIRECTIVE UTILIZING THE CONTINUING CONTRACT OF DAVEY TREE SERVICE; PROVIDING FOR THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT TO OVERSEE THE PROJECT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.
For the 2017-2018 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

(c) Explanation of Appropriation - The funding above is being appropriated from the Tree Protection and Related Expenses Trust Fund, Subfund - 15N (Charter) and Subfund – 15F (Ordinance Code) for a tree planting project including site preparation, one year guarantee, and planting of 44 Longleaf Pine, 45 Crape Myrtle ‘Muskogee’, and 26 Southern Red Cedar on Sites 1, 2 and 3 on Beach Boulevard Service Road between Patton Road and Beach Boulevard, in Council District 4, as shown in Exhibit 2.


Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for:  site preparation, planting and guarantee for one year, of 44 Longleaf Pine, 45 Crape Myrtle ‘Muskogee’, and 26 Southern Red Cedar.  The plantings will provide screening of an expanse of asphalt parking lots, erosion control, and additional stormwater retention through the uptake of water by the trees, in an older commercial area that is currently barren of vegetation.  The area was historically vegetated in Long Leaf Pines prior to its urbanized development.  The soil is very sandy, thus the species of Long Leaf Pine, Southern Red Cedar, and Crape Myrtle are appropriate.

Section 3.

Oversight.
 The Mayor is requested to appoint the Public Works Department to oversee the project in Section 2 above and to ensure compliance with all other appropriate laws.


Section 4.

Procurement Directive for Tree Planting Utilizing the Continuing Contract of Davey Tree Company. The City is hereby authorized to procure the services of Davey Tree Company to perform the tree planting and one year of maintenance in accordance with continuing contract 7660.01, which is valid through September 30, 2018.  Davey Tree Company has the capacity to prepare the soil, purchase, plant, and maintain the 115 trees at Sites 1, 2, and 3 on Beach Boulevard Service Road between Patton Road and Beach Boulevard, as shown in Exhibit 2.  The project is known as “Patton Rd & Beach Blvd Tree Planting”.
Section 5.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
