ORDINANCE 2018-192-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $150,000.00 FROM the SPECIAL COUNCIL CONTINGENCY designated for JSO TO THE TRANSPORTATION PLANNING DIVISION of the planning and development department TO DEVELOP A PUBLIC AWARENESS AND COMMUNITY EDUCATIONAL CAMPAIGN FOCUSED ON PEDESTRIAN SAFETY, BICYLE SAFETY, and MOTORIST RESPONSIBILITIES AS TO PEDESTRIANS AND BICYCLISTS ON CITY ROADWAYS; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS INTO THE 2018-2019 FISCAL YEAR; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Explanation of Appropriation: 
The funding above is being appropriated from a Special Council Contingency designated to supplement the Sheriff’s Office budget as needed (for the hiring of another class and based on JSO testimony during Council deliberation of their recent reorganization, it was confirmed that such funds will not be required this year) to the Transportation Planning Division of the Planning and Development Department to develop a public awareness and community education campaign focused on pedestrian safety, bicycle safety, and motorist responsibilities as to pedestrians and bicyclists on City roadways.  
Section 2. 
Purpose. The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to develop a public awareness and community educational campaign safety campaign and public service announcement for bicycle and pedestrian safety. A more detailed scope of the Public Awareness and Community Educational Campaign is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
