Bill Summary: This bill creates new Section 748.305 (Posting of Construction Signs; Notice to Abutting Property Owners), Part 3 (Periodic Maintenance), Chapter 748 (Streets and Highways System), Ordinance Code and Chapter 748 (Streets and Highways System), Part 3 (Construction Projects), Section 748.404 (Required Contract Terms), Ordinance Code.
Background Information: In an effort to better inform the public during periodic maintenance and construction projects performed on the City’s streets and highways, this legislation will require that certain signs be posted and notices provided to the public regarding such projects. For projects which last 48 hours or more, notice to the public will be made by posting project signs in the project area five (5) days prior to any scheduled project. Public notice will also be provided through physical notification in advance, by registered mail or door hangers, to all property owners abutting the scheduled project area. Project signs and physical notification shall at a minimum include the project name, the expected completion date and a phone number to call for further information.
The City, or any entity in contract with the City through the RFP process, will provide this public notice.
Policy Impact Area: Public notification of periodic maintenance and construction projects on the City’s streets and highways
Fiscal Impact:  Undetermined costs for signage
