ORDINANCE 2018–194
AN ORDINANCE CREATING A NEW SECTION 748.305 (POSTING OF PROJECT SIGNS; NOTICE TO ABUTTING PROPERTY OWNERS), PART 3 (PERIODIC MAINTENANCE PROJECTS), CHAPTER 748 (STREETS AND HIGHWAYS SYSTEM), ORDINANCE CODE; AMENDING CHAPTER 748 (STREETS AND HIGHWAYS SYSTEM), PART 4 (CONSTRUCTION PROJECTS), SECTION 748.404 (REQUIRED CONTRACT TERMS), ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION INSTRUCTIONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, to better inform and protect the public during periodic maintenance and construction projects performed on the City’s streets and highways, the City desires to require that certain signs be posted and notices provided to the public regarding such projects; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.  Recitals.  The Recitals above are true and correct and incorporated by this reference.

Section 2.  Creating a new Section 748.305 (Posting of Construction Signs; Notice to Abutting Property Owners), Part 3 (Periodic Maintenance), Chapter 748 (Streets and Highways System), Ordinance Code.  Chapter 748 (Streets and Highways System), Part 3 (Periodic Maintenance) (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to create a new Section 748.305 (Posting of Construction Signs; Notice to Abutting Property Owners), and as amended shall read as follows:

Sec. 748.305. – Posting of Project Signs; Notice to Abutting Property Owners.  For periodic maintenance and environmental remediation projects lasting 48 hours or more (of on-site field work) for which requests for proposals are issued by the City, the City shall provide notice to the public of impending projects by: (i) posting project signs in the project area five (5) days prior to any scheduled project; and (ii) providing physical notification in advance, by registered mail or door hangers, to all property owners abutting the scheduled project area.  Project signs and physical notification shall at a minimum include the project name, the expected completion date and a phone number to call for further information.

Section 3.  Amending Chapter 748 (Streets and Highways System), Part 3 (Construction Projects), Section 748.404 (Required Contract Terms), Ordinance Code.  Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Part 6B (Jacksonville Small Emerging Business Program), Section 126.608 (Jacksonville Small Emerging Businesses defined), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

Sec. 748.404. – Required Contract Terms.
In addition to other terms and conditions that are a part of a contract awarded under this part, the following items shall be a part of each contract:

(f) With respect to roadway and environmental remediation projects lasting 48 hours or more (of on-site field work) for which RFPs have been issued by the City, the contract shall require, via the request for proposal (RFP), that the contractor provide notice to the public of impending projects by: (i) posting project signs in the project area five (5) days prior to any scheduled project; and (ii) providing physical notification in advance, by registered mail or door hangers, to all property owners abutting the scheduled project area.  Project signs and physical notification shall at a minimum include the project name, the expected completion date, and a phone number to call for further information.  

Section 4.  Codification Instructions.  The Codifier and the Office of General Counsel are authorized to make all chapter and division “tables of contents” consistent with the changes set forth herein, including renumbering of sections and changing the term “Council” in Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, to be “City Council” where such provision is referring to the City Council of Jacksonville.  Such editorial changes and any others necessary to make the Ordinance Code consistent with the intent of this legislation are approved and directed herein, and changes to the Ordinance Code shall be made forthwith and when inconsistencies are discovered.

Section 5.  Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
