RESOLUTION 2018-216-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING SAACHI SHARMA FOR WINNING THE FIRST COAST SPELLING BEE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, on March 9, 2018 the 74th annual First Coast Spelling Bee, hosted by the Jacksonville Sports Council and WJXT, was held at the historic Florida Theatre, and twenty-four students from Alachua, Baker, Bradford, Clay, Columbia, Duval, Flagler, Hamilton, Madison, Nassau, Putnam, St. Johns, Suwannee and Union counties competed for the regional crown; and

WHEREAS, the top spellers from each Northeast Florida school district competed to be the First Coast Spelling Bee champion; the event was broadcast online and to a live television audience of hundreds of thousands of viewers, and after almost four hours of the intense bee Saachi Sharma was named the champion; and

WHEREAS, Saachi Sharma is in the eighth grade at Darnell Cookman School of Medical Arts and loves reading and swimming, in addition to spelling; she spent months studying and preparing for the First Coast Spelling Bee; and to clinch the bee championship Ms. Sharma correctly spelled the winning word, “methodically”; and

WHEREAS, the First Coast Spelling Bee is a special community event which celebrates student achievement and the spirit of competition. Saachi Sharma will next advance to the national stage, receiving an all-expenses-paid trip to Washington, D.C. to represent the First Coast at the 91st Scripps National Spelling Bee in May; now therefore
