RESOLUTION 2018-219-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND CIVIC CONTRIBUTIONS OF HARRIET T. JOHNSON; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Mrs. Harriet Tyson Johnson was born on June 15, 1928 in Jones, Georgia, to the late Ben and Rebecca Floyd Tyson. She began her schooling in McIntosh County, moved to Jacksonville at an early age and graduated from Old Stanton High School; and


WHEREAS, Mrs. Johnson was actively involved in the improvement of her local community, working long and hard with the assistance of Councilman Warren Jones to achieve the installation of long- promised drainage systems to pipe and cover ditches that existed in the College Circle Area, which today is known as the New Town Area; and


WHEREAS, the struggle for community improvement continues today in the Northwest Quadrant, and concerned and active citizens like Harriet Johnson are needed desperately to ensure that promises made to the African-American community on the Northside are not forgotten or ignored; and

WHEREAS, Harriet Johnson was a faithful and dedicated member of Ephesians Missionary Baptist Church for 70 years and served in numerous functions in the church, putting her faith into action daily; and

WHEREAS, the City Council is saddened to learn of the passing of this community leader, who leaves to cherish her memory two devoted daughters, two sons-in-law, two grandchildren, a host of church members, friends and community leaders seeking to improve the Northside of Jacksonville; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commemorates the life and civic activism of Harriet T. Johnson and mourns her passing. Mrs. Johnson’s legacy of persistence and dedication to the improvement of her community will be long and gratefully remembered.
