An ordinance APPROPRIATING $1,945,000 FROM THE SPORTS COMPLEX CAPITAL MAINTENANCE SUBFUND TO FUND VARIOUS CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS IN THE SPORTS AND ENTERTAINMENT COMPLEX, AS INITIATED BY b.t. 18-064; providing for an effective date.

Explanation of Appropriation.

The appropriation above appropriates excess 2017-2018 debt service capacity within the Sports Complex Capital Maintenance subfund to fund various capital improvement projects in the Sports and Entertainment Complex.

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to fund various projects at the Jacksonville Veterans Memorial Arena, Baseball Grounds of Jacksonville, and the Stadium, inclusive of: seating bowl repairs and widening of the front entrance plaza at the Arena; steel painting, lighting upgrades, bleacher repairs, upgrading of video control room equipment and concourse televisions, and turf equipment replacements at the Baseball Grounds; replacing aging food service equipment, upgrading the phone system, seating bowl repairs, and building system upgrades at the Stadium.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
