TRANSPORTATION, ENERGY AND UTILITIES AMENDMENT

The Transportation, Energy and Utilities Committee offers the following amendment to File No. 2018-225:
(1) On page 2, lines 15-16, strike “that the Proposed Easements are in use and acceptable to the City.” and insert “in writing in recordable form that stormwater from the property benefitted by the Existing Easement is being drained into and treated by the Proposed Easements to at least the same effect as had been provided by those portions of the Existing Easement being released, that all appropriate engineering approvals have been received from the City of Jacksonville, and that the new stormwater management facilities within the Proposed Easement have been constructed consistent with an approved St. Johns River Water Management District Permit.”; 
(2) On page 2, lines 21-31, and page 3, lines 1-2, strike Section 3 in its entirety and insert a new Section 3 to read as follows:
“Section 3.
Hold Harmless Agreement. Prior to the issuance of the certification from the engineer in Section 2 above, the Applicant (or successor landowner, as applicable) shall execute and deliver to the City a hold harmless agreement in substantially the same form attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference.”;

(3) On page 3, lines 6-10, strike “The closure and abandonment will not go into effect until the City accepts the Proposed Easements, and the abandonment of the Existing Easement and acceptance of the Proposed Easements will occur simultaneously.”;

(4) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.    
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
