ORDINANCE 2018-229-E
AN ORDINANCE DECLARING CERTAIN PARCELS R.E. No(s). 012478-0000 and 012478-0100, 7439 and 7443 Wilson Boulevard, Jacksonville, Florida 32210, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 10, TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; RECOGNIZING DISPOSITION OF THE SUBJECT Parcels BY DIRECT SALE TO SABRINA Property, LLC FOR $600,000; AUTHORIZING ITS SALE; WAIVING THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 122.424 (APPRAISAL /Assessed value over $25,000), CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE, SO AS TO ALLOW for the sale OF SAID PARCELS OF REAL PROPERTY TO Sabrina property, LLC, at below appraised values; APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, THE agreement for the sale and PURCHASE, which includes a promissory note and a purchase money mortgage, BETWEEN Sabrina Property, LLC, AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE; Waiver of Section 122.106 (Public Hearing required for closing or changes of use of Fire Stations or Libraries), Ordinance code;  Direction to the City Council Secretary/Director regarding public hearing pursuant to 122.106 (Public Hearing required for closing or changes of use of Fire Stations or Libraries), Ordinance Code; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE REAL ESTATE DIVISION OF THE public works DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus.  The City hereby declares R.E. Nos. 012478-0000 and 012478-0100, 7439 and 7443 Wilson Boulevard, Jacksonville, Florida 32210, in Council District 10, as more particularly described in Revised Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Subject Parcels”), to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville. A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Sale of Surplus Property.  The Subject Parcels will be disposed of by direct sale for $600,000 to Sabrina Property, LLC, (“Buyers”). Additionally, the Buyers will execute a Note and mortgage in the amount of $143,000, which will be recorded on the property at closing and become due and owing on the date of Maturity, unless satisfied prior to the date of Maturity. Satisfaction of the Note and Mortgage can be accomplished by Buyer’s performance as outlined in the Note and Mortgage but in part as follows:

1.
Within 1 year from the date of the Note, obtain approval from the City of Jacksonville Development Services Division of the Final Site Development (10 Set) Plans, which shall be in accordance with Adkinson Engineering’s Job #1714, dated January 3, 2018, for 7439 and 7443 Wilson Blvd., Jacksonville, Florida as attached hereto as Exhibit 3.
2.
Obtain all certificates of occupancy on or before the Maturity Date for all structures shown on the approved Final Site Development (10 Set) Plans for the project identified in Exhibit 3. 
Section 3.

Waiver of Section 122.424, Ordinance Code, and disposition authorized.
The provisions of Section 122.424, (Appraisal/assessed value over $25,000), Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code, are hereby waived so as to allow sale of the surplus real properties as described in Revised Exhibit 1 attached hereto to Sabrina Property, LLC, for $600,000, which is $143,000 under the appraised value of $743,000.

Section 4.

Authorization of Agreement for Sale and Purchase. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to (1) execute and deliver the Agreement For Sale and Purchase, which includes a Promissory Note and a Purchase Money Mortgage, between the City and Sabrina Property, LLC, in substantially the same form as attached hereto as Second Revised Exhibit 4 (the “Agreement”), with such “technical changes” as herein authorized, and all such other documents necessary or appropriate to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance and the terms of the Agreement; and (2) take or cause to be taken such further action to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance. Modifications to the Agreement may include such additions, deletions, and changes as may be reasonable, necessary, and incidental for carrying out the purposes thereof, as may be acceptable to the Mayor, or his designee, with such inclusion and acceptance being evidenced by execution of the Agreement by the Mayor, or his designee. For purposes of this ordinance, the term “technical changes” is defined as those changes having no financial impact, including, but not limited to, corrections to the legal descriptions or surveys, resolution of title defects, if any, and other non-substantive changes that do not substantively increase the duties and responsibilities of the City under the provisions of the Agreement. 
Section 5.

Waiver of Section 122.106, (Public Hearing required for closing or changes of use of Fire Stations or Libraries). The conflicting provisions of Section 122.106 (Public Hearing required for closing or changes of use of Fire Stations or Libraries), Ordinance Code, are hereby waived so as to allow this legislation to act as the legislation to begin the public hearing notice requirement, instead of the Mayor notifying the Council Secretary to begin the process set forth in Section 122.106, Ordinance Code.  

Section 6.

Direction to the City Council Secretary/Director regarding public hearing pursuant to 122.106 (Public Hearing required for closing or changes of use of Fire Stations or Libraries), Ordinance Code. Upon filing of this legislation, the Council Secretary shall publish at least a 14-day notice calling for a public hearing by the Council on whether the fire station should be closed or utilized for any other purpose. The Council Secretary shall also provide for the posting of a sign along the nearest street right-of-way adjacent to the facility proposed to be closed or its use substantially changed. The sign shall be posted at least ten days prior to the scheduled public hearing and shall contain information thereon concerning the proposed closure or substantial change of use and the date, time and place of the scheduled public hearing concerning same.
Section 7.

Oversight Department.
The Real Estate Division of the Public Works Department shall provide oversight of the Agreement.

Section 8.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
