AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $1,730,860.08 in REMAINING UNSPENT FUNDS IN THE DUNE RESTORATION ACCOUNT PREVIOUSLY AUTHORIZED UNDER ORDINANCE 2016-720-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR POST-HURRICANE IRMA BEACH AND DUNE REPAIRS TO BE PERFORMED BY THE UNITED STATES ARMY CORPS OF ENGINEERS (USACE), AS INITIATED BY B.T. 18-062; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, 1) THE MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE FOR DESIGN AND CONSTRUCTION OF DUNE REPARATION DURING CONSTRUCTION OF THE DUVAL COUNTY, FLORIDA SHORE PROTECTION PROJECT AND ANY AMENDMENTS THERETO NECESSARY TO EFFECTUATE THE PURPOSES OF THIS ORDINANCE WITHOUT FURTHER COUNCIL ACTION, 2) THE COOPERATION AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE FOR REHABILITATION OF A FEDERAL HURRICANE/SHORE PROTECTION PROJECT, AND 3) ANY LEASE AGREEMENT WITH THE BUREAU OF OCEAN AND ENERGY MANAGEMENT NECESSARY TO PROVIDE AN OFFSHORE SOURCE FOR THE SAND REQUIRED FOR THE REPAIR PROJECT; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE ENGINEERING AND CONSTRUCTION MANAGEMENT DIVISION OF THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.

Explanation of Appropriation

The funding above comprises the remaining unspent funds in the Dune Restoration Account previously authorized under Ordinance 2016-720-E.
Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for post-Hurricane Irma beach and dune repairs to be performed by the United States Army Corps of Engineers (USACE). USACE has informed the City that, with the recent passage of the BiPartisan Bill by the United States Congress, the traditional local cost share for the beach renourishment (Berm) is anticipated to be fully funded by the federal government; thus, the only anticipated costs for the City are related to the dune restoration effort arising from the impacts of Hurricane Irma.
Section 3.

Approval and authorization. There are hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, i) the Memorandum of Agreement between the Department of the Army and the City of Jacksonville for Design and Construction of Dune Reparation during Construction of the Duval County, Florida Shore Protection Project, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference, and any amendments thereto necessary to effectuate the purposes of this Ordinance, without further Council action, ii) the Cooperation Agreement between the United States of America and the City of Jacksonville for Rehabilitation of a Federal Hurricane/Shore Protection Project, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference, and iii) any lease agreement with the Bureau of Ocean and Energy Management necessary to provide an offshore source for the sand required for the dune repair project.  

Section 4.

Oversight Department.
The Engineering and Construction Management Division of the Public Works Department shall oversee the project described herein.


Section  5.
Requesting One Cycle Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the funding and executed agreements need to be provided to the United States Army Corps of Engineers by early May, in order to allow for competitive bidding on the project and the completion of a portion of the project before the Nor’easters’ arrival in October.
Section 6.

Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
