ORDINANCE 2018-234
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR OR HIS DESIGNEE AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO TRANSFER PROPERTY AT 1011 POWHATTAN STREET (RE NUMBER 076391-0000) TO INELL REID IN EXCHANGE FOR HER CONVEYANCE TO CITY OF PROPERTY AT 601 JAMES STREET (RE NUMBER 062984-0000), AND TO TAKE ALL NECESSARY ACTION TO ACCOMPLISH THE  EXCHANGE OF THE TWO PARCELS OF REAL PROPERTY LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 9; WAIVING REQUIREMENTS IN CHAPTER 122, PART 4, SUBPART B, AND PART 4, SUBPART F, ORDINANCE CODE AS TO DISPOSITION OF THE POWHATTAN PROPERTY; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE HOUSING AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DIVISION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville (“City”) is the owner of an approximately .16 acre improved parcel with an assessed just value of $47,999.00 located at 1011 Powhattan Street near the intersection at Acorn Street in the 32209 zip code; and

WHEREAS, the City acquired the 1011 Powhattan Street property as a result of recorded security agreements in favor of the City from a loan received by the prior occupant on which City foreclosed; and

WHEREAS, the Powhattan property has been rehabilitated under the provisions of the City’s Limited Repair Program to meet Housing Quality Standards and be compliant with the City’s Municipal Code requirements; and

WHEREAS, Inell J. Reid is the owner of an approximately .17 acre improved property with an assessed just value of $37,981.00 located at 601 James Street south of the I-10 Expressway in the 32205 zip code; and 

WHEREAS, Ms. Reid is eligible for participation in the City’s Limited Repair Program to rehabilitate her home but the repairs needed for the home exceed the program limits and it cannot be made to meet Housing Quality Standards or the requirements of the City’s Municipal Code; and 

WHEREAS, Ms. Reid has offered to exchange her unremediable property for the remediated City property located at 1011 Powhattan and to pay the City the amount expended by the Limited Repair Program to remediate the City’s property in the form of a zero percent non-amortizing, forgiveable mortgage and note for a period of 15 years; now, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Execution of Deeds and Closing Documents Authorized.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary, are authorized by this ordinance to (1) execute and deliver the City’s quitclaim deed for 1011 Powhattan Street to Inell J. Reid, “as is, where is, and with all faults”, accept delivery of Ms. Reid’s limited warranty deed for 601 James Street and her 15-year note and mortgage, in form and substance acceptable to the Mayor and Office of General Counsel, to secure repayment to City of the funds expended by City under the provisions of the Limited Repair Program for the rehabilitation of 1011 Powhattan Street, the note and mortgage to be forgiven if the property remains affordable under the HUD definitions of affordability for their 15 year term, and to execute all such other documents necessary or appropriate to accomplish the purpose of this ordinance and (2) to take, or cause to be taken, such further action to accomplish the purpose of this ordinance including such due diligence as to title, survey, and environmental assessment as deemed appropriate in the circumstances by the Housing and Community Development Division of the Neighborhoods Department and the Office of General Counsel. The authority provided by this Ordinance shall remain in effect until a date one year from the Effective Date of this Ordinance, after which, if this transaction has not been completed, this authority ceases.

Section 2.

Waiver from Certain Real Property Disposition Procedures.
The property located at 1011 Powhattan Street (RE Number 076391-0000) has not been surplused by the City and is eligible to be placed on the City’s affordable housing list.  This ordinance hereby declares the property surplus to the City’s needs and exempts the disposition of 1011 Powhattan Street (RE Number 076391-0000) from the real property disposition procedures established in Chapter 122, Part 4, Subpart B, and Part 4, Subpart F, Ordinance Code, so the property can be conveyed to Ms. Reid in exchange for the conveyance to the City of her property as referred to in Section 1, including the note and mortgage required as part of the exchange.   
Section 3.

Oversight.

The Housing and Community Development Division of the Neighborhoods Department shall provide oversight and administration of the exchange and closing documents.

Section 4.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
