ORDINANCE 2018-237
An ordinance regarding TWO miscellaneous appropriations AGREEMENTS IN Fiscal year 2006-2007 to APEL HEALTH SERVICES CENTER, INC., A FLORIDA NOT FOR PROFIT CORPORATION (“APEL HEALTH SERVICES”) IN THE AMOUNT OF $58,724 AND $10,000 (“CITY CONTRACTS”); DIRECTING THE REMOVAL OF ABYSSINIA MISSIONARY BAPTIST CHURCH MINISTRIES, INC., A FLORIDA NOT FOR PROFIT CORPORATION, FROM THE COUNCIL AUDITOR’S CHAPTER 118 NON-COMPLIANCE LIST (“NON-COMPLIANCE LIST”) AND SUBSTITUTION OF APEL HEALTH SERVICES ON THE NON-COMPLIANCE LIST; providing forgiveness to APEL HEALTH SERVICES for NON-COMPLIANCE with THE AUDIT REPORT REQUIREMENTS IN the CITY CONTRACTS; DIRECTING THE REMOVAL OF APEL HEALTH SERVICES FROM THE NON-COMPLIANCE LIST; AMENDING SECOND REVISED SCHEDULE A-2 (SCHEDULE OF PUBLIC SERVICE GRANTS FOR FISCAL YEAR 2006-2007) OF ORDINANCE 2006-788-E TO REPLACE “ABYSSINIA MISSIONARY BAPTIST CHURCH – APEL HEALTH SERVICES” WITH “APEL HEALTH SERVICES CENTER, INC.” AND RATIFYING THE CITY CONTRACTS; providing for an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Removal of Abyssinia Missionary Baptist Church Ministries, Inc. from the Non-Compliance List and Substitution of Apel Health Services Center, Inc., on the Non-Compliance List. The City of Jacksonville (“City”) hereby directs the Council Auditor to remove Abyssinia Missionary Baptist Church Ministries, Inc., a Florida not for profit corporation, formerly known as Abyssinia Missionary Baptist Church, Inc. (“Abyssinia”), from the Council Auditor’s Chapter 118 non-compliance list (the “Non-Compliance List”) because Abyssinia is neither a party to nor a grant recipient under the “City Contracts” (as defined in Section 2 below) listed on the Non-Compliance List.  Subject to Section 2 below, the City hereby directs the Council Auditor to substitute Abyssinia with Apel Health Services Center, Inc., a Florida not for profit corporation (“Apel Health Services”), on the Non-Compliance List because Apel Health Services is the grant recipient under the City Contracts.


Section 2.

Forgiving Non-Compliance of Audit Report Provisions of the City Contracts. The audit report provisions required under Section II.B.7 and Section XII of the 2006-2007 Miscellaneous Appropriations Agreements effective as of October 1, 2006, executed by the City and Apel Health Services, respectively, City Contract Nos. 8907-01 and 8907-02 (collectively, the “City Contracts”) are hereby waived and forgiven, and any expenditures by Apel Health Services under the City Contracts are ratified. 

 
Section  3.
Removal of Apel Health Services from the Non-Compliance List. In accordance with the City’s forgiveness and ratification in Section 2 above, the City hereby directs the Council Auditor to remove Apel Health Services from the Non-Compliance List for Apel Health Services’ non-compliance with the audit report provisions in the City Contracts.


Section 4.

Amending Second Revised Schedule A-2 (Schedule of Public Service Grants for Fiscal Year 2006-2007) of Ordinance 2006-788-E and ratifying the City Contracts.  The Second Revised Schedule A-2 (Schedule of Public Service Grants for Fiscal Year 2006-2007) of Ordinance 2006-788-E is hereby amended to delete the reference under the Mental Health and Welfare Division grant listings to “Abyssinia Missionary Baptist Church – APEL Health Services” and replace it with “Apel Health Services Center, Inc.”.  The City hereby approves and ratifies the City Contracts.

Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
