ORDINANCE 2018-238
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, A COMMUNITY AESTHETIC FEATURE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT) FOR THE DESIGN, INSTALLATION AND MAINTENANCE OF A MOSIAC ART PROJECT ON THE S-LINE URBAN TRAIL UNDER THE I-95 OVERPASS OF WEST 13TH STREET; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, A MAINTENANCE  AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND GROUNDWORK JACKSONVILLE FOR PAYMENT OF THE COSTS OF THE MOSAIC PROJECT, MAINTENANCE AND CLEANING OF THE MOSAIC PROJECT SEMI-ANNUALLY, AND FOR GROUNDWORK JACKSONVILLE TO SET ASIDE FUNDS IN THE AMOUNT OF $2,250 FOR 10% OF THE PROJECT COST FOR FUTURE MAINTENANCE COSTS; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; PROVIDING FOR CONDITION PRECEDENT FOR EXECUTING THE AGREEMENT WITH FDOT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 

Section 1.

Approval and Authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Community Aesthetic Feature Agreement for the design, installation and maintenance of a mosaic art project on the S-Line Urban Rail Trail under the I-95 overpass of West 13th Street in Jacksonville with FDOT, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1, for the enjoyment of those using the recreational facilities of the S-Line Urban Rail Trail. 

Section 2.

Approval and Authorization.  There is approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to (1) execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, a purchase agreement and maintenance agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Groundwork Jacksonville (Groundwork) for the cleaning and maintenance of the mosaic art piece no less than twice a year.  Groundwork will be responsible for all costs associated with the Project, including cost of the purchase and installation of the Project, ongoing maintenance of the Project, and will also set aside funds in the amount of $2,250 (10% of the project cost) for future maintenance, and will follow the recommendation of the Art in Public Places committee to comply with Chapter 129, Part 9, requirements.  A commitment letter outlining the cost of the project and anticipated Groundwork contribution is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.  The City approves any other documents necessary or appropriate to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance and (2) take, or cause to be taken, for and on behalf of the City, such further action to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance.  Any contract entered into between the City and Groundwork shall have a term concurrent with the Community Aesthetic Feature Agreement, including any such renewal periods. The City of Jacksonville may terminate the FDOT agreement if the City or Groundwork is unwilling to continue the maintenance of the mosaic project as outlined in the Community Aesthetic Feature Agreement.  
Section 3. 
Oversight Department.
The Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 4.

Condition Precedent to Execution of the FDOT and City Agreement.  The City shall not execute the Community Aesthetic Feature Agreement set forth in Exhibit 1, herein, unless and until the following condition has been met: a purchase and maintenance agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Groundwork is executed and in place whereby Groundwork shall be responsible for the all costs associated with the purchase and installation of the mosaic art project, as well as continued maintenance of the mosaic art piece (no less than twice a year), and payment of 10% of the project cost ($2,250) is received from Groundwork for the ongoing maintenance costs.  

Section 5. 
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
