RESOLUTION 2018-243-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING THE LIFE OF AND MOURNING THE PASSING OF SHIRLEY “SHERRY” COMSTOCK STRANGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Shirley “Sherry” Comstock Strange was born on June 7, 1926 in Indian Head, Maryland, the daughter of Peter Emory and Ruth Milstead Comstock, and she attended Eastern Nazarene College in Quincy, Massachusetts; and

WHEREAS, Sherry Strange was married to her beloved husband, Claude B. Strange, for sixty-five years, and together they raised three devoted daughters, Cheryl Strange Morgan, Rhonda Strange Murray and Lisa Strange Weatherby. Over time, their family expanded to include four grandchildren and four great-grandchildren; and


WHEREAS, Sherry Strange served the public throughout her career as a senior contracting officer for the United States General Services Administration. After her retirement, Ms. Strange received a five-year appointment to the United States Constitution Bicentennial Commission of Jacksonville in 1976; and

WHEREAS, Sherry Strange held numerous leadership positions with the National Association of Parliamentarians, and she served three terms as President of First Coast Parliamentarians. In 2015, Ms. Strange was named Parliamentarian of the Year by the American Institute of Parliamentarians. Sherry Strange was a renowned and accomplished parliamentarian who expected all elected officials to follow Robert’s Rules of Order to the letter. With this expertise, Ms. Strange made a huge contribution to the Jacksonville City Council, providing training for new Council Members on the procedures for fair decision-making and orderly meetings; now therefore
