RESOLUTION 2018-245-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING FLETCHER HIGH SCHOOL TEACHER KEVIN BROWN FOR HIS YEARS OF TEACHING, LEADERSHIP AND ENVIRONMENTAL STEWARDSHIP; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Kevin Brown is a Fletcher High School marine science and environmental teacher and has dedicated more than thirty years of his life to education. Mr. Brown perceives every opportunity in life as a chance to learn and strives to shape the next generation of environmental stewards; and 

WHEREAS, as the faculty leader of the Fletcher High School Coastal Marine Science Club, Kevin Brown provides students with valuable experiences to learn about the Beaches ecosystem, and his students complete projects each year that have contributed to the quality of life at the beach by removing trash, monitoring sea levels at the beach, and planting sea oats; and

WHEREAS, in October of 2016, Hurricane Matthew brushed past Jacksonville heavily damaging the sand dunes in the beaches communities, but the sea oats protected the shore from the worst of the storm surge. Sea oats plants have an extensive root system that hold soil and sand in place during extreme weather events, and are essential for coast line protection and play a vital role in shoreline stabilization; and 

WHEREAS, after the hurricane passed, Kevin Brown and his Marine Science Club student volunteers went to work planting thousands of sea oats in an effort to rebuild the dunes destroyed by the storm. Mr. Brown and the Coastal Marine Science Club students spent endless hours on this service project to preserve the beach and sand dunes and the students who participated have had a positive impact on the community, while learning about environmental stewardship; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors Kevin Brown for his dedication to teaching and protecting the coastline as an advocate for environmental stewardship. The City also commends all of the students in the Fletcher High School Coastal Marine Science Club for being the next generation of environmental leaders and for giving their time to planting sea oats and improving the health of the beaches.
