ORDINANCE 2018-251-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $89,000.00 FROM the SPECIAL COUNCIL CONTINGENCY for JSO TO THE public works department to engage a professional surveyor to provide cross-section surveys of mccoy’s creek from the mouth of the creek inland to cherokee street and including the tributary crossing hollybrook park from mccoy’s to the old seaboard rail line south of beaver street; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS INTO THE 2018-2019 FISCAL YEAR; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Explanation of Appropriation: 
The funding above is being appropriated from a Special Council Contingency designated to supplement the Sheriff’s Office budget as needed (for the hiring of another class and based on JSO testimony during Council deliberation of their recent reorganization, it was confirmed that such funds will not be required this year) to the Public Works Department to engage a professional surveyor to provide cross-section surveys of McCoy’s Creek at 100 foot intervals from the mouth of the creek inland to Cherokee Street and including the tributary crossing Hollybrook Park from McCoy’s to the old Seaboard rail line south of Beaver Street.    
Section 2. 
Purpose. The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to the Public Works Department to engage a professional surveyor to provide cross-section surveys of McCoy’s Creek at 100 foot intervals from the mouth of the creek inland to Cherokee Street and then of each branch inland to the old Seaboard rail line south of Beaver Street. A proposed Scope of Services is attached hereto as Exhibit 2, and incorporated by reference herein. The appropriation in Section 1 above includes the costs estimated in the proposed Scope of Services plus a 15% contingency amount.
Section 3.

Carryover.
 The funds appropriated in Section 1 of this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2018-2019.
Section 4.
