ORDINANCE 2018-271
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 654.111 (DESIGN STANDARDS: STREETS), CHAPTER 654 (CODE OF SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS), ORDINANCE CODE, TO CREATE A NEW SUBSECTION (O) TO REQUIRE A MINIMUM ROADWAY WIDTH OF 24 FEET FOR RESIDENTIAL SUBDIVISIONS IN CERTAIN ZONING DISTRICTS, AND TO CREATE A NEW SUBSECTION (P) TO REQUIRE A PHASED ACCEPTANCE OF ROADWAYS IN RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENTS IN A MULTI-STEP PROCESS TO BE FURTHER OUTLINED BY THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT, IN ORDER TO PREVENT DAMAGE TO THE DEVELOPMENT ROADWAYS AFTER ACCEPTANCE BY THE CITY; AND AMENDING SECTION 654.115 (DESIGN STANDARDS: ACCESS TO THE PUBLIC RIGHT-OF-WAY), CHAPTER 654 (CODE OF SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS), ORDINANCE CODE, TO REQUIRE NEW COMMERCIAL DEVELOPMENTS FRONTING COLLECTOR OR HIGHER FUNCTIONALLY CLASSIFIED ROADS, TO PROVIDE FOR VEHICULAR INTERCONNECTIVITY THROUGH PARKING LOTS AND SERVICE ROADS TO ADJACENT PROPERTIES AND REQUIRING EXISTING DEVELOPMENTS TO COME INTO COMPLIANCE WITH THE INTERCONNECTIVITY STANDARD UPON SUBSTANTIAL ENLARGEMENT OR IMPROVEMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.  

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Amending Section 654.111 (Design standards:  streets), Chapter 654 (Code of Subdivision Regulations), Ordinance Code.  Section 654.111, Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

CHAPTER 654. CODE OF SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS
* * * 

Sec. 654.111 - Design standards:  streets.
* * *

(o)
All new local streets in a residential subdivision that are adjacent to lots that are of a size allowed in a Residential Low Density – 60 (“RLD-60”) zoning district or smaller, including lots of that size or smaller within a Planned Unit Development (“PUD”) District, shall have a minimum paving width of twenty-four (24) feet.


(p)
Acceptance of streets in single family and multi-family developments by the City for maintenance shall be accomplished through a multi-step process, further outlined by the Public Works Department. If construction vehicles utilize the paved residential streets for access to develop lots, then the developer has the choice of the following options regarding street acceptance for maintenance by the City:



(1)
Acceptance of the street shall be delayed until eighty (80) percent of the lots in the residential subdivision have been completed, or 80 percent of the multi-family units have been constructed;



(2)
The final lift of asphaltic wearing course may be delayed until 80 percent of the lots in the residential subdivision have been completed, or 80 percent of the multi-family units have been constructed;



(3)
After 80 percent of the lots in the residential subdivision have been completed, or 80 percent of the multi-family units have been constructed, the developer shall mill and resurface the street; or



(4)
The streets within the development shall remain private and require no maintenance by the City.

If option (1), (2), or (3) above is chosen, then the developer shall provide to the City a performance bond in an amount, as approved by the Department of Public Works, that would be required for the City to complete the street, should the developer fail to do so.

Section 2.

Amending Section 654.115 (Design standards:  streets), Chapter 654 (Code of Subdivision Regulations), Ordinance Code.  Section 654.115, Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

CHAPTER 654. CODE OF SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS
* * *

Sec. 654.115 – Design standards:  access to the public right-of-way.

(f)  Access to nonresidential parcels. The following provisions shall be observed when providing access to nonresidential parcels: 

(1)  Where a nonresidential subdivision abuts or contains a designated major arterial a service drive shall be constructed to connect with the service drive of adjacent properties unless otherwise approved by the Director, or his or her designee. If adjacent service drives do not exist, construction of such drives shall be a credit used to offset and mitigate a development's traffic impact for the purposes of concurrency. 

(f)  Access to nonresidential parcels.  The following provisions shall be observed when providing access to nonresidential parcels:
(1)
Where a nonresidential development abuts or contains a designated collector or higher functionally classified roadway, a service or access drive, lane or way shall be constructed to connect with the service drive of adjacent properties to provide for interconnectivity of traffic flow through and along parking lots and access roads leading to and from adjacent nonresidential developments.


(a)
If adjacent service or access drive, lane or way does not exist, a stub out shall be constructed in order to connect when the adjacent property comes into compliance.


(b)
Existing nonresidential developments in place on the date of adoption of this interconnectivity requirement shall be deemed nonconforming and shall be brought into compliance with this requirement under the following conditions:

(i)
When a new driveway connection permit is required for the existing development:

(ii)
When substantial enlargements or improvements to the existing development are undertaken.  “Substantial” means within any three-year period, when the total cumulative renovation of existing development is equal to at least 50 percent of the assessed value of the lot improvements (including structures and parking and exterior areas but not the value of the land) on the start of the three-year period, according to the Property Appraiser, or the total square footage of a structure is expanded to 50 percent or greater, as well as any cumulative square footage expansions totaling 50 percent;

(iii) When a 25% or greater increase in trip generation attributable to the existing development is documented; or

(iv) If the principal activity on property with any nonconforming access driveway is discontinued for a consecutive period of 365 days.
(2)  The construction or erection of any barrier or obstacle which would prohibit access to the service drive from a site's major parking area or prohibit sharing access drives for interconnectivity with adjacent properties shall be prohibited. This provision is not to conflict with or exempt a developer from complying with landscape and tree protection regulations. 

(3)  Specific exemptions to this provision may be granted by the Director, or his or her designee when physical constraints on a currently developed property prohibit the construction of a service road which meets the City's design and clear zone standards.


(g)  Access to nonresidential parcels with frontage on two or more roadways. Access to nonresidential parcels with frontage on two or more roadways shall be limited to one access point per roadway. Access from the higher functional class roadway, or roadway with the higher average daily traffic inclusive of development traffic for roadways of the same functional class, shall be limited to right turn-in/right turn-out only, unless there already exists more than one full access point on the roadway, and at least one of the full access points is eliminated, or it can be demonstrated in a traffic study, submitted to the Director, or his or her designee, that such access restrictions would: 

(1)  Present a safety hazard; 

(2)  Cause undue congestion or delay on adjacent road facilities; 

(3)  Cause environmental degradation; or 

(4)  Hinder adequate traffic circulation. 
(g)
Access to nonresidential parcels with frontage on two or more roadways.  Access to nonresidential parcels with frontage on two or more roadways shall be limited to one access point per roadway.
