Whether the City of Jacksonville has the ability to regulate the sale of nicotine products and nicotine dispensing devices as set forth in Section 877.112, Florida Statutes?

Direction to forward the resolution to the Florida Attorney General. The City Council Legislative Services Division is hereby directed to forward this request in the form of the enacted resolution to Pam Bondi, Florida Attorney General.
