ORDINANCE 2018-297
An ordinance appropriating $100,000 FROM THE GENERAL FUND/GENERAL SERVICE DISTRICT, SPECIAL COUNCIL RESERVE - SHERIFF to the FLIGHT BLIGHT AWARENESS CAMPAIGN FOR A PUBLIC AWARENESS AND COMMUNITY EDUCATION CAMPAIGN FOCUSED ON LITTER, COMMUNITY PRIDE, OUTREACH AND PUBLIC EDUcATION TO DETER LITTERING IN JACKSONVILLE; providing an effective date.


WHEREAS, in 2002, JCCI conducted a comprehensive study on the causes of litter in Jacksonville, the effects litter has on Jacksonville and a number of strategies the City may employ in order to reduce or prevent littering by Jacksonville citizens; and


WHEREAS, one of the measures that the JCCI identified as a leading cause of litter in Jacksonville was the ignorance of many Jacksonville residents concerning proper waste disposal, the laws regarding punishments for littering, and the resources the City provides its citizens for waste pickup and collection services; and


WHEREAS, the JCCI study identified community and civic pride as one of the most effective deterrents against littering; and


WHEREAS, in 2004, the City Council adopted Chapter 741, Ordinance Code, which promotes Jacksonville’s Zero Tolerance on Litter law through enhanced public-information campaigns; and

WHEREAS, public education to deter illegal dumping reduces blight caused by such activities as well as preventing the criminal activity itself; and

WHEREAS, the City Council recently approved funding for an additional litter crew to pick up litter in Jacksonville; and


WHEREAS, while there will always be litter, enhanced education and outreach efforts against littering will stop litter before it starts, making the City’s expenditures on litter clean-up more effective and meaningful.

NOW THEREFORE, Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2017-2018 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the accounts listed in subsection (a) to the accounts listed in subsection (b):
