ORDINANCE 2018-305-E
An ordinance appropriating $2,746,075.00 FROM THE CONTINGENCY RESERVE ESTABLISHED IN BUDGET ORDINANCE 2017-504-E FOR THE KIDS HOPE ALLIANCE TO 1) PROVIDE THE INITIAL TWENTY-FIVE PERCENT (25%) OF FUNDS FOR THE EXTENSION OR RENEWAL OF AFTERSCHOOL, SPECIAL NEEDS AFTERSCHOOL, AND FULL SERVICE SCHOOLS PROGRAMS FOR THE 2018-2019 SCHOOL YEAR (CONTRACT PERIOD JULY 1, 2018, THROUGH JUNE 30, 2019), 2)PROVIDE FUNDS FOR ONE SUMMER CAMP PROGRAM, 3) PROVIDE MATCHING FUNDS FOR THE 21ST CENTURY LEARNING COMMUNITY GRANT TO OPERATE TWO AFTERSCHOOL AND SUMMER PROGRAMS FOR THE 2018-2019 SCHOOL YEAR, 4) PROVIDE FUNDS TO ALLOW THE KIDS HOPE ALLIANCE TO CONTINUE PARTICIPATION IN THE VITAL STATE-WIDE FLORIDA CHILDREN’S COUNCIL AND THE FLORIDA AFTERSCHOOL NETWORK, AND 5) RESTORE SALARIES AND BENEFITS TRANSFERRED TO PROFESSIONAL SERVICES IN ORDINANCE 2018-78-E, AS INITIATED BY b.t. 18-072; AMENDING THE KIDS HOPE ALLIANCE 2017-2018 BUDGET BY SUBSTITUTING IN THE PLACE OF THE SECOND REVISED SCHEDULE M APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2017-504-E, A THIRD REVISED SCHEDULE M; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER CERTAIN AFTERSCHOOL, SPECIAL NEEDS AFTERSCHOOL, SUMMER AND FULL SERVICE SCHOOLS PROGRAMS CONTRACTS; AUTHORIZING Kids Hope Alliance appropriation transfer authority between Children’s Programs;  INVOKING THE EXEMPTION OF SECTION 126.107(G) (EXEMPTIONS), PART 1 (GENERAL REGULATIONS), CHAPTER 126 (PROCUREMENT CODE), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING THE AFTERSCHOOL, SPECIAL NEEDS AFTERSCHOOL, SUMMER AND FULL SERVICE SCHOOLS PROGRAMMING CONTRACTS; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 77.111(A) (PROVIDER CONTRACTS), CHAPTER 77 (KIDS HOPE ALLIANCE), ORDINANCE CODE, TO EXEMPT THE AFTERSCHOOL, SPECIAL NEEDS AFTERSCHOOL, SUMMER AND FULL SERVICE SCHOOLS PROGRAMMING CONTRACTS FROM COMPETITIVE SOLICITATION; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2017-2018 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above is from the contingency reserve established in budget ordinance 2017-504-E for the Kids Hope Alliance. When the Jacksonville Children’s Commission (JCC) budget passed in Ordinance 2017-504-E, JCC was provided by way of Schedule M funding for specific programs. The remaining program funds were placed in a contingency pending the outcome of Ordinance 2017-563-E, which created Chapter 77, the Kids Hope Alliance. Once the Kids Hope Alliance was formed, it was to go back to City Council to request funds from contingency reserve to fund programs.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to: (1) provide the initial twenty-five percent (25%) of funds for the extension or renewal of afterschool, special needs afterschool, and full service schools programs for the 2018-2019 school year (contract period July 1, 2018, through June 30, 2019); (2) provide funds for one summer camp program; (3) provide matching funds for the 21st Century Learning Community grant to operate two afterschool and summer programs for the 2018-2019 school year; (4) provide funds to allow the Kids Hope Alliance to continue participation in the vital state-wide Florida Children’s Council and the Florida Afterschool Network; and, (5) restore salaries and benefits transferred to professional services in Ordinance 2018-78-E, as approved by the Kids Hope Alliance Board pursuant to actions taken at its April 4, 2018 meeting, and as evidenced by the Board Action Items attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. 


Section 3.

Amending Second Revised Schedule M to Ordinance 2017-504-E.  There is hereby amended the fiscal year 2017-2018 budget for the Kids Hope Alliance by substituting in the place of Second Revised Schedule M, approved by Ordinance 2017-504-E, the Third Revised Schedule M, attached hereto as Exhibit 4 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Third Revised Schedule M will make available an additional $1,123,393 to fund the first twenty-five percent (25%) of afterschool programs for the 2018-2019 school year.
Section 4.

Approval and authorization to execute.
The Mayor, or his designee, the Corporation Secretary, and/or the Chief Executive Officer of the Kids Hope Alliance (“CEO”) are hereby authorized to execute contracts for afterschool, special needs afterschool, and full service schools programs with the providers listed in Revised Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by reference. The term of such contracts shall be from July 1, 2018, through June 30, 2019; provided, however, that (i) the term of the afterschool programming contracts awarded under ESC-0436-17 shall be June 1, 2018 through June 30, 2019 and (ii) the term of the one summer programming contract shall be May 1, 2018 through August 31, 2018. Such contracts shall be subject to the terms and conditions of the applicable Jacksonville Children’s Commission or Jax Journey RFP, as amended, listed in Revised Exhibit 3 with the exception of the appropriation amount shown in Revised Exhibit 3 and the special needs afterschool contracts referenced in the following sentence. The Kids Hope Alliance is hereby authorized to negotiate appropriate terms and conditions for contracts with Hope Haven Association, Incorporated, for special needs afterschool programming at Alden Road Exceptional Student Center and with the Police Athletic League of Jacksonville, Inc., for special needs afterschool programming at Palm Avenue Exceptional Student Center, which terms and conditions shall be consistent with the terms and conditions of similar contracts previously entered into by the Jacksonville Children’s Commission and providers of special needs afterschool programming. The Kids Hope Alliance is hereby further authorized to allocate the amount shown as “Unallocated Funds” on Revised Exhibit 3 to increase the funding amounts for the afterschool programs shown on Revised Exhibit 3 in accordance with the terms and conditions of the applicable RFP, including, but not limited to, the funding guidelines for renewal contracts contained in the applicable RFP.
Section 5.

Kids Hope Alliance appropriation transfer authority between Children’s Programs.
In accordance with the Mayor’s transfer policy, the Kids Hope Alliance is authorized to transfer, through a transfer directive, expenditures from one agency to another agency within program categories, provided that the Kids Hope Alliance does not transfer appropriations greater than 10%. Any transfers from one agency to another agency within the program category in excess of 10% shall require City Council approval. Transfers of appropriations from one program category to another program category shall require City Council approval. There shall be provided to the Council Auditor at the end of each quarter a copy or a summary of the written documentation of all transfers made between approved budget line items.
Section 6.    Invoking the exception to Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code.  Subject to the authorization terms in Section 3 above, the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to contract directly for the afterschool, special needs afterschool, summer and full service schools programming contracts.  Pursuant to Section 126.107(g) (Exemptions), Part 1 (General Regulations), Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code, such services are exempted from competitive solicitation because the services to be provided by the children’s services providers are being approved via authorizing legislation pursuant to this ordinance.


Section 6.

Waiver of the requirements of Chapter 77 (Kids Hope Alliance), Section 77.111(a)(Provider Contracts).  The City hereby waives the requirements of Chapter 77 (Kids Hope Alliance), Section 77.111(a)(Provider Contracts) with respect to the contracts approved and authorized under Section 3 of this ordinance. The waiver is needed because in order for the Kids Hope Alliance to continue existing operations until the Kids Hope Alliance has completed the development of its Essential Services Plan for Kids and the resulting competitive procurements under Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, the Kids Hope Alliance must extend and/or renew the contracts authorized under Section 3 above. 

Section 7.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
