Bill Summary: The bill appropriates $26,435.84 from the Tree Protection and Related Expenditures Trust Fund (Ordinance Fund) for the planting of 35 trees in the right-of-way of Lenox Avenue between Verna Boulevard and Cassat Avenue in Council District 9. It directs that the trees be planted using the City’s continuing contract with Davey Tree Company and designates the Public Works Department as the City’s oversight agency for the planting.
Background Information: The bill provides funding for site preparation and planting of 35 Chinese Elms and 33 Waxleaf Ligustrum trees. The source of funding is the portion of the Tree Protection and Related Expenditures Trust Fund generated from mitigation payments from the landscape and tree protection ordinance (not the City Charter tree protection provisions). 
Policy Impact Area: Roadway beautification
Fiscal Impact: The bill appropriates $26,435.84 from the Tree Protection and Related Expenditures Trust Fund (Ordinance Fund).
