WHEREAS, in the recent Americas Regional Competition in Boston, the JU team bested 54 teams from universities across North, Central and South America to be named co-Regional Champions along with the team from the University of Minnesota-Duluth, earning the teams an invitation to the Global Research Challenge finals in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia in April; and


WHEREAS, at the Global Finals the JU team and the University of Minnesota-Duluth, representing the Americas, faced off against Sunway University of Malaysia representing Asia, and the University of Lausanne in Switzerland and BI Norwegian Business School representing Europe, the Middle East and Africa. The University of Lausanne was named the Global Champion after a spirited competition.
