A RESOLUTION HONORING THE DISTINGUISHED CAREER AND COMMUNITY BUILDING OF DR. TAI QUYEN NGUYEN; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Dr. Tai Quyen Nguyen was born and raised in Saigon, Vietnam and settled in the United States following medical school. After completing his residency program in neurosurgery at Yale-New Haven Hospital and Hartford Hospital in Connecticut, Dr. Nguyen made his home in Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, in 1980, Dr. Nguyen began his decades-long career at Shands Medical Center, which is now UF Health Jacksonville. After just a few years, he became an Associate Professor of Neurosurgery at the University of Florida Medical School and was named the Chief of the Department of Neurosurgery at Shands; and

WHEREAS, in addition to his medical practice, Dr. Tai Quyen Nguyen was the founding member of the Vietnamese Medical Association of Florida and the Chairman of the Executive Committee of the Vietnamese Association of Physicians of the Free World. Dr. Nguyen has also been honored with numerous awards for teaching, research and patient care.

WHEREAS, Dr. Tai Quyen Nguyen has played an integral role in the lives of thousands of Vietnamese refugees and immigrants who have resettled in Jacksonville. As the founding member of both the Vietnamese Association of Jacksonville and Vicinity and the Vietnamese Community of the USA, Dr. Nguyen has been an ardent advocate of Vietnamese cultural preservation while concurrently supporting others who are acclimating to American society; now therefore

The City of Jacksonville hereby commends Dr. Tai Quyen Nguyen for his illustrious career in neurosurgery and honors his leadership and dedication to community service, particularly his assistance to the Vietnamese immigrant community in Jacksonville, Florida and across the country.
