APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, THAT CERTAIN SOVEREIGNTY SUBMERGED LANDS FEE WAIVED LEASE (BOT FILE NO. 160353472) BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE INTERNAL IMPROVEMENT TRUST FUND OF THE STATE OF FLORIDA FOR THE OPERATION OF A CONCRETE PUBLIC BOAT RAMP AND ACCESSORY FLOATING DOCKS TO BE USED EXCLUSIVELY FOR TEMPORARY (DAY USE) MOORING OF UP TO 16 RECREATIONAL VESSELS BEING LAUNCHED AND RECOVERED AT THE RAMP IN CONJUNCTION WITH AN UPLAND PUBLIC PARK located at Joe Carlucci Sisters Creek Park and Boat Ramp, 8414 Heritage River Rd, Jacksonville, FL 32226, in Council District 2 FOR A 10-YEAR INITIAL TERM COMMENCING FEBRUARY 16, 2018; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Sovereignty Submerged Lands Fee Waived Lease Approved.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, that certain Sovereignty Submerged Lands Fee Waived Lease (BOT File No. 160353472) (the “Lease”) between the City of Jacksonville (the “Lessee”) and the Board of Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund of the State of Florida (the “Lessor”), in substantially the same form as has been placed on file with the Legislative Services Division. The Lease, the fee for which has been waived, authorizes Lessee to operate a concrete public boat ramp and accessory floating docks to be used exclusively for temporary (day use) mooring of up to 16 recreational vessels being launched and recovered at the ramp in conjunction with an upland public park located at Joe Carlucci Sisters Creek Park and Boat Ramp, 8414 Heritage River Rd, Jacksonville, FL 32226, in Council District 2. The lease is for 10 years. The docks which were in place prior to Hurricane Irma provided for six vessels and were exempt from Florida Department of Environmental Protection lease requirements.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
