ORDINANCE 2018-356-E
AN ORDINANCE DECLARING CERTAIN RETENTION POND PARCELS AND CERTAIN WETLAND/CONSERVATION PARCELS, ALL OF WHICH ARE LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 3, TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; AUTHORIZING THE CONVEYANCE OF SAID PROPERTIES AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE ANY AND ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY FOR SUCH CONVEYANCE IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS OF SUBPART B (REAL PROPERTY DISPOSITIONS), PART 4 (REAL PROPERTY), CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE; WAIVING THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 122.424 (APPRAISAL / ASSESSED VALUE OVER $25,000), CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE, SO AS TO ALLOW CONVEYANCE TO PABLO HOLDINGS, LLC AT NO COST; RESERVING TO THE CITY DRAINAGE and preservation EASEMENTS OVER THE RETENTION POND PROPERTIES; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE ENGINEERING DIVISION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus. The City hereby declares the property described in Exhibit 1 attached hereto and incorporated herein by referenced (the “Retention Pond Property”) and the property described in Exhibit 2 attached hereto and incorporated hereto by reference (the “Wetland Conservation Property”), all of which are in Council District 3, to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville. A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 3, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 3, Rev Certificate, June 18, 2018 – TEU”.
Section 2.

Authorization of conveyance in accordance with Chapter 122.
There is hereby authorized the conveyance of the Retention Pond Property and Wetland Conservation Property in accordance with the provisions of Subpart B (Real Property Dispositions), Part 4 (Real Property), Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute all documents necessary to convey the Subject Parcel to Pablo Holdings, LLC, including a Quitclaim Deed in substantially the same form as Revised On File with the Legislative Services Division and incorporated herein by this reference. Pablo Holdings, LLC, acknowledges by its acceptance of delivery of the deed that the real property may have been used in whole or in part by the City as mitigation as reflected on the index attached hereto, and incorporated herein as Exhibit 4 and the Revised On File document.  
Section 3.
 
Waiver of Section 122.424, Ordinance Code, and disposition authorized. The provisions of Section 122.424, (Appraisal/Assessed value over $25,000) of Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code, are hereby waived so as to allow for the conveyance of the Subject Parcel to Pablo Holdings, LLC for nominal consideration.
Section 4.

Reservation of drainage and preservation easements. There is hereby reserved unto the City a drainage easement over the Retention Pond Property under substantially the same terms as set forth in Exhibit C attached to the Quitclaim Deed as Revised On File with the Legislative Services Division. If any parcels are discovered during closing for which the City remains responsible for preservation or conservation, the City reserves the right to unilaterally remove these parcels from the transaction or to reserve an easement for preservation or conservation on the parcels.  
Section 5.

Oversight.
 The Engineering Division of the Department of Public Works shall oversee the project described herein. 
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
