Bill Summary: The bill appropriates $204,000.00, additional funding, from the Florida Housing Finance Corporation. The funds are for the 2017-2020 State Housing Initiatives Partnership (SHIP) Program to mitigate the negative impact of Hurricane Irma on the citizens of Duval County, as initiated by B.T. 18-078.
Background Information: The SHIP program offers grants to local governments as an incentive to create partnerships that produce and preserve affordable homeownership and multifamily housing. SHIP dollars may be used to fund emergency repairs, new construction, rehabilitation, down payment and closing cost assistance, impact fees, construction and gap financing. mortgage buy-downs, acquisition of property for affordable housing, matching dollars for federal housing grants and programs, and homeownership counseling.
The additional funds will assist citizens impacted by Hurricane Irma. The permissible services include, but not limited to 1) purchase of emergency weather supplies for damaged homes; 2) interim repairs to avoid further damage and/or tree and debris removal required to make the unit habitable; 3) construction of wells or repair of existing wens where public water is not available; 4) payment of insurance deductibles for rehabilitation of homes covered under homeowner's insurance policies; 5) security deposits or rental assistance for eligible recipients that have been displaced from their homes due to damage from the storm; and other activities as proposed by the county and approved by Florida Housing.
These funds must be fully expended for completed projects no later than June 30, 2020.
