Introduced by the Council President at the request of the Mayor:

ORDINANCE 2018-368-E
An ordinance CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; appropriating $204,000.00 IN additional 2017-2020 STATE HOUSING INITIATIVES PARTNERSHIP (SHIP) PROGRAM FUNDS FROM THE FLORIDA HOUSING FINANCE CORPORATION to mitigate the negative impact of hurricane irma on the citizens of duval county, as initiated by B.T. 18-078; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2017-2018 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account listed in subsection (a) to the account listed in subsection (b):

(c)
Explanation of Appropriation.

The funding above comprises additional 2017-2020 funding from the Florida Housing Finance Corporation (FHFC) for the State Housing Initiatives Partnership (SHIP) Program administered by the Housing and Community Development Division. There is no match for these funds; however, the City uses SHIP program funds to meet the match requirements of the federal HOME Investment Partnerships program received from the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. These funds must be expended for completed projects no later than June 30, 2020.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The funds appropriated in Section 1 will be spent to mitigate the impact of Hurricane Irma on the citizens of Duval County. Pursuant to the City’s SHIP Local Housing Assistance Plan, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference, these funds are eligible to be used on items such as, but not limited to: 1) purchase of emergency weather proofing supplies for damaged homes; 2) interim repairs to avoid further damage and/or tree and debris removal required to make the unit habitable; 3) construction of wells or repair of existing wells where public water is not available; 4) payment of insurance deductibles for rehabilitation of homes covered under homeowner’s insurance policies; 5) security deposits or rental assistance for eligible recipients that have been displaced from their homes due to damage from the storm; and, 6) other activities proposed by the county and approved by FHFC.      
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
