AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $31,265.81 FROM THE TREE PROTECTION AND RELATED EXPENSES TRUST FUND ($23,718.27 from Ordinance fund - 15F and $7,547.54 from CHarter fund - 15n) for site preparation and PLANTing of 5 MedJool Date palms, 10 Long leaf pines and 12 bald cypress in the medians and in the right-of-way on Harts Road between Dunn Avenue and Bertha Street, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7; PROCUREMENT DIRECTIVE UTILIZING THE CONTINUING CONTRACT OF DAVEY TREE SERVICE; PROVIDING FOR THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT TO OVERSEE THE PROJECT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

(c) Explanation of Appropriation - The funding above is being appropriated from the Tree Protection and Related Expenditures Trust Fund ($23,718.27 from Ordinance Fund – 15F and $7,547.54 from Charter Fund – 15N) for a tree planting project for site preparation and planting of 5 Medjool Date Palms, 10 Long Leaf Pines, and 12 Bald Cypress in the medians and in the right-of-way on Harts Road between Dunn Avenue and Bertha Street, in Council District 7.


Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding from the Tree Protection & Related Expenses Trust Fund for the planting of 5 Medjool Date Palms, 10 Long Leaf Pines, and 12 Bald Cypress in the medians and in the right-of-way on Harts Road between Dunn Avenue and Bertha Street, in Council District 7, as more fully described in Exhibit 2. $23,718.27 of funding will be utilized from Ordinance Fund – 15F for the planting of the Date Palms and the required soil amendments, and $7,547.54 of funding will be utilized from the Charter Fund – 15N for the Longleaf Pines and Bald Cypress Trees. The proposed median plantings include a continuation of the median planting project recently installed at Harts Road and Dunn Ave in which Date Palms were installed, therefore creating continuity and adding aesthetic value to this stretch of large medians. The purpose of the plantings in the right-of-way is to provide a buffer, which will provide a sound barrier and facilitate filtration of stormwater runoff in the area, for the City of Jacksonville retention pond located on Harts Road between Dunn Avenue and Bertha Street.

Section 3.

Oversight.
 The Mayor is requested to appoint the Public Works Department to oversee the project in Section 2 above and to ensure compliance with all other appropriate laws.


Section 4.

Procurement Directive for Tree Planting Utilizing the Continuing Contract of Davey Tree Company. The City is hereby authorized to procure the services of Davey Tree Company to perform the tree planting and one year of maintenance in accordance with continuing contract 7660.01, which is valid through September 30, 2018 and has capacity to purchase, plant and maintain the 5 Medjool Date Palms, 10 Long Leaf Pines, and 12 Bald Cypress as more specifically described in Exhibit 2 in the medians and in the right-of-way on Harts Road between Dunn Avenue and Bertha Street.
