ORDINANCE 2018-370-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING aN AMENDMENT in the façade renovation grant program approved in THE PUBLIC INVESTMENT POLICY OF THE office of economic development REGARDING criteria for the program; providing for no other changes to 2016-382-E; providing for authorization for The Office of Economic Development to manage and administer the Façade Grant Program administratively without further action by Council; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.  

WHEREAS, the Council approved a revised Public Investment Policy of the Office of Economic Development by adoption of Ordinance 2016-382-E; and 

WHEREAS, the Office of Economic Development made a presentation to the Special Committee on Safe and Healthy Neighborhoods on May 9, 2018 in which it recommended certain changes to the criteria of the existing Façade Grant Program within the Public Investment Policy; and 


WHEREAS, the Council desires to approve and authorize those changes recommended by the Office of Economic Development; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval and Authorization of Amendment to the Public Investment Policy. The Council hereby approves and authorizes the amendment of the Façade Renovation Grant Program of the Public Investment Policy of the Office of Economic Development substantially in the form of the draft dated May 23, 2018 (the “Façade Renovation Grant Program”), a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by reference. 

Section 2.
 
No Other Changes.  Except as provided herein, there are no other changes or amendments to the Public Investment Policy approved by Ordinance 2016-382-E. 

Section 3.

Administrative approval permitted with notification to Council and Council Auditor. The Office of Economic Development is authorized to manage and administer the Façade Grant Program administratively without further action by Council, provided that Council and Council Auditor receive notification regarding awards under the program on a biannual basis.  The first notification shall be due to Council and the Council Auditor six months from the Effective Date of this Ordinance, and each subsequent notification will be subsequently every six months thereafter.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
