A RESOLUTION HONORING REVEREND MARY F. DAVIS, PASTOR OF THE GREATER NEW HOPE A.M.E. CHURCH, UPON HER RETIREMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Greater New Hope African Methodist Episcopal Church was founded over a century ago and has now served the faithful in Jacksonville for one hundred and thirty-nine years; and


WHEREAS, Reverend Mary F. Davis has dedicated thirty three years to pastoral service in Florida and served the congregation as the first female pastor of the Greater New Hope A.M.E. Church for fourteen years; and


WHEREAS, during Reverend Davis’ tenure she fulfilled numerous leadership roles in addition to her church duties. Reverend Davis was the Administrative Director of the James Graham mortuary, and the Secretary and Vice President of the A.M.E. Ministerial Alliance; and

WHEREAS, Reverend Mary F. Davis also had the honor of becoming an Eastern Star member, and a delegate to the 48th Quadrennial Session of the A.M.E. Church General Conference in 2008; 
WHEREAS, after her many years of service and leadership, Reverend Mary F. Davis is now retiring, and her spiritual guidance will be missed by all who have had the honor to know her; now therefore
