RESOLUTION 2018-387
A RESOLUTION CONCERNING THE Duval county TAX COLLECTOR; urging the candidate elected in the special election in FALL of 2018 to use existing surplus letterhead and envelopes in lieu of purchasing new letterhead and envelopes and incurring additional costs for the remainder of the tax collector’s unexpired term of june 30, 2019; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Michael Corrigan, the Duval County Tax Collector, submitted a letter of resignation effective June 1, 2018, which created a vacancy for the Tax Collector position on that date; and 

WHEREAS, the Council, through Resolution 2018-328-A, declared a vacancy in the office and has authorized a special election to be held in fall of 2018; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Corrigan was in his second term of office as Duval County Tax Collector and that term is set to expire on June 30, 2019; and 


WHEREAS, the candidate elected as Duval County Tax Collector at the special election shall serve for the remainder of the unexpired term of the Duval County Tax Collector; and 

WHEREAS, the candidate elected as Duval County Tax Collector will thus be elected to serve for a period of time less than 10 months until the unexpired term is over, and if he or she is interested in continuing to serve as the Duval County Tax Collector, will have to run for re-election in the general election in spring 2019; and 

WHEREAS, due to the relatively short period of time between the special election and the general election in the spring and the fact that the candidate elected from the special election may or may not subsequently be elected to take office on July 1, 2019; and 

WHEREAS, economy of resources can best be achieved if the candidate elected as Duval County Tax Collector in the special election uses surplus letterhead and envelopes in lieu of incurring additional costs for printing new letterhead and envelopes; and 

WHEREAS, the Council would encourage that the candidate elected as Duval County Tax Collector in the special election use existing letterhead and envelopes instead of incurring additional costs for printing new letterhead and envelopes; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Use of Existing Letterhead and Envelopes in Lieu of Printing New Letter and Envelopes. The Council hereby urges the candidate elected in the special election for Duval County Tax Collector to use existing, surplus letterhead and envelopes rather than incurring additional costs for new letterhead and envelopes.
