RESOLUTION 2018-393-A
A RESOLUTION expressing the city of jacksonville’s SUPPORT for the duval county maritime management plan and adoption of same; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, 
the Florida Inland Navigation District (FIND) solicits grant applications from counties within its jurisdiction to undertake waterways-related projects; and


WHEREAS, FIND provides partial matching funding to local governments within its jurisdiction who desire to create water-focused strategic plans, referred to herein as maritime management plans; and 


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville appropriated $200,000 in Ordinance 2013-380-E to provide funding for creation of a maritime management plan and was reimbursed by FIND with $100,000 in matching funds (50% of total) for the development of the maritime management plan; and


WHEREAS, since that time a team from the Northeast Florida Regional Council, University of North Florida and Jacksonville University has gathered information about maritime facilities and needs from the community so that the City may have a guide to maintain facilities, plan for unmet needs and ensure the continued important role that water access plays for the quality of life for the citizens and for the local economy of the Northeast Florida region; and  


WHEREAS, public participation has been sought in multiple public meetings, boater and public surveys prepared by the team and engagement with local community organizations such as CPACs and civic organizations, and the City has provided the opportunity for the public to communicate directly with the team through electronic and written public comment; and


WHEREAS, the team made presentations of the overview of the Duval County Maritime Management Plan (“Plan”) recommendations to the Waterways Commission in December 2017 and March 2018; and 


WHEREAS, the team presented recommendations from the Plan to the FIND Commissioners in March 2018; and 


WHEREAS, the Waterways Commission voted at its May 9, 2018 meeting in favor of a resolution in support of the Plan; and 


WHEREAS, the Council has had an opportunity to review the final, complete draft of the Plan and recommendations; and


WHEREAS, the Council desires to express its support for the Plan and adoption of same; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.
   
Expression of Support and Adoption of the Plan. The Jacksonville City Council hereby supports and adopts the Duval County Maritime Management Plan, On File with the Legislative Services Division. The Council specifically supports the following recommendations made in the Plan: 1) the ongoing support and maintenance/repair of existing facilities; 2) continued focus on waterways activation; 3) preservation of working waterfront communities; 4) review and design of facilities to ensure long-term viability; 5) education opportunities for preservation of waterways; and 6) review of private sites for opportunities for public access through public-private partnerships. The Overall Recommendations of the Maritime Management Plan are attached hereto as Exhibit 1, and incorporated by reference herein.  

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
