A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMEMORATING THE LIFE OF ROSEMARIE MUSSALLEM D’AMOUR; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Rosemarie Mussallem D’Amour, a native of Jacksonville, worked for her family’s business – Mussallem Gallery, one of the city’s oldest and most respected companies  - for nearly 40 years before joining the public sector as an employee of the Fourth Judicial Circuit; and


WHEREAS, in her role as judicial assistant to the Chief Judge, Rose D’Amour played a vital role as “the face of the Circuit”, greeting and directing visitors, managing the Chief Judge’s busy schedule, and keeping her finger on the pulse of the courthouse; and


WHEREAS, Mrs. D’Amour was beloved in the courthouse and had a radiant personality that helped to humanize the judicial system and make participants and visitors feel at ease; and
WHEREAS, the Council was saddened to learn of the recent passing of Rose D’Amour after a valiant battle with cancer, and wishes to express its condolences; now therefore

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commemorates the life and accomplishments of Rosemarie Mussallem D’Amour, and extends its sincere condolences to her legion of family, friends, and admirers upon the occasion of her passing.
