WHEREAS, Paul Tutwiler, a native of Memphis, Tennessee, earned his bachelor’s degree in public administration and philosophy from Memphis State University and studied urban and regional planning at the University of Florida; and


WHEREAS, prior to becoming Chief Executive Officer of the Northwest Jacksonville Community Development Corporation (NJCDC), Mr. Tutwiler worked on the redevelopment of the Oaks of Durkeeville public housing project and was an assistant program officer for the Local Initiatives Support Corporation (LISC); and


WHEREAS, during his tenure as CEO of NJCDC, Paul Tutwiler has devoted his time and energy to revitalizing the Durkeeville, Grand Park and 29th and Chase areas of Jacksonville through a variety of strategies in the areas of economic development, housing and social services, constructing new, energy-efficient houses, organizing block associations and neighborhood watch programs, conducting community beautification projects, and attracting businesses to open in the area to serve the community’s economic needs; and

WHEREAS, in addition to the activities of the NJCDC, Mr. Tutwiler is actively involved in numerous other organizations and initiatives, including serving on the Enterprise Zone Board, as Chair of the Urban Core Vision Plan Steering Committee, as a member of the Community Wealth Building Initiative Task Force, and as a member of the Florida Alliance of Community Development Corporations; and
