Bill Summary: The ordinance closes, abandons and/or disclaims the right-of-way of Aleutian Street, a 50 foot right-of-way in Council District 11, established in Hampton Village, Plat Book 59, page 150, the Official Records of Duval County, at the request of Ozark Investment Group, LLC, the owner of the property on both sides of the right-of-way (the “applicant”), subject to reservation unto the City of Jacksonville and JEA of an easement over the right-of-way for ingress and egress for all utilities.
Background Information: The applicant, Ozark Investment Group, LLC, owns both sides of the right-of-way and requests the closure to maximize site development and create a communal town-center layout to maximize public walkability and safety.  The right-of-way is approximately 50 feet by 300 feet. The right-of-way contains JEA overhead and underground facilities and City drainage facilities that require reservation of an all utilities easement.  There were no objections from city, state and utility agencies to closure of the right-of-way.
