ORDINANCE 2018-424-E
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING CHAPTER 745 (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS) ORDINANCE CODE; RENAMING THE PLANNED EXTENSION OF R.G. SKINNER PARKWAY “ETOWN PARKWAY”; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(h), ORDINANCE CODE REGARDING THE REQUIREMENT THAT ALL STREET NAMES SHALL BE FOR THE ENTIRE LENGTH OF THE STREET; DIRECTING THE LEGISLATIVE SERVICES DIVISION TO FORWARD THIS ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, E-Town Development, Inc. (“ETD”) has plans to cause the construction of an extension of “ETown Parkway” from the interchange with State Road 9B (the “Interchange”) north to R.G. Skinner Parkway’s existing southern limit, as shown on Exhibit 1 (the “Extension) and which southern limit is indicated as the “Terminus of RG Skinner Parkway”; and
WHEREAS, Pursuant to Ordinance 2015-329-E, the portion of the Extension between the Interchange and the first roundabout, as shown on Exhibit 1, has already been designated “ETown Parkway”;

WHEREAS, ETD’s related entities own the property on which the Extension will be constructed and the property adjacent to the Extension, thus the requirement of Section 745.105, Ordinance Code is met; and  

WHEREAS, the development of the property adjacent to the Extension will involve a large mixed-use site known as ETown; and
WHEREAS, naming the portion of the Extension “ETown Parkway” north of the first roundabout to the existing terminus of R.G. Skinner Parkway, indicated on Exhibit 1, will allow road signage to provide direction to ETown; and

WHEREAS, on August 1, 2018, the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee met and considered the 911 Staff Report, attached hereto as Exhibit 2. The 911 Staff Report indicated that there was no intersection or traffic control device at the location where the road name would change from the existing terminus of R.G. Skinner Parkway, and that the hyphen in the name “E-Town” may cause a delay in emergency response.  Citing the need for more discussion, the 911 Staff Report did not contain a recommendation.  

WHEREAS, an excerpt of the minutes of the August 1, 2018, 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee meeting are attached hereto as Exhibit 3. The Committee recommended that the name be consistent with Ordinance 2015-329-E and spell it “ETown Parkway” with no space and no hyphen between “E” and “Town”; and

WHEREAS, on August 22, 2018, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission (“JHPC”) met and considered the JHPC Staff Report and Recommendation which opined that because the parkway is part of a future development and has not been physically developed yet, it did not have historical significance regarding the existing name.  The Commission voted to approve the name change.  A copy of the JHPC Staff Report and Recommendation, and an excerpt of the transcript of the meeting is attached hereto as Exhibit 4; and


WHEREAS, the provisions of subsection 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, require that street name changes be for the entire length of the street, and not a short segment; but given the size of the mixed use development, the potential economic benefits and the proximity to a major state highway, the Council hereby has determined by a vote of two-thirds of all Council Members to waive said limitation; now therefore; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds it appropriate to change the street name of the identified segment of the planned “R.G. Skinner Parkway” to “ETown Parkway”; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Planned Segment of “R.G. Skinner Parkway” Renamed. The name of that planned segment of “R.G. Skinner Parkway” which extends north from the first roundabout to the southern terminus of R.G. Skinner Parkway shall hereby be named “ETown Parkway”, by which name such street shall be hereafter known and designated. A copy of the map of the renamed segment of “ETown Parkway” is attached hereto as Exhibit 1.
Section 2.

Waiver of Section 745.105 (h). Subsection 745.105 (h) Ordinance Code, requiring that street name changes be for the entire length of a street, is hereby waived to allow for the new street name as set forth in Section 1 hereof.  
Section 3.

Legislative Services Division directed to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is directed to send a copy of this legislation, including a color version of Exhibit 1, once enacted to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with 911 Emergency, Fire and Rescue Department, the Post Office and other affected agencies and organizations. 
Section 4.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
