RESOLUTION 2018-425
A RESOLUTION URGING THE INDEPENDENT AUTHORITIES TO PROVIDE COUNCIL WITH A BRIEFING AND REPORT AT A COUNCIL MEETING AT LEAST EVERY 12 MONTHS TO PROVIDE A STATE OF THE INDEPENDENT AUTHORITY UPDATE ON FINANCIAL AND OTHER BUSINESS MATTERS AFFECTING THE INDEPENDENT AUTHORITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville has four (4) independent authorities: the Jacksonville Aviation Authority, the Jacksonville Port Authority, the Jacksonville Transportation Authority and the JEA; and


WHEREAS, many of the board members of the independent authorities are considered and confirmed by Council; and


WHEREAS, there are currently no requirements within the Charter or Ordinance Code that the independent authorities report annually to the Council regarding financial and policy matters affecting the businesses of those entities; and

WHEREAS, the Council has a vested interest in the business dealings of the independent authorities and would greatly appreciate being briefed by each of the independent authorities at least as often as every twelve (12) months; and 

WHEREAS, the Council desires that the independent authorities would endeavor to provide an oral update to the Council at least every twelve (12) months which would include the following (i) a report by the CEO, (ii) a Financial Report for the prior fiscal year (with balance sheet, income statement and cash flow information), (iii) an Employee Review (with number of employees, number of openings/difficulties in skill sets and/or hiring, diversity data, turnover rate), (iv) Projects over $1 million dollars, (v) Contracts in excess of $3 million dollars, (vi) Risks, and (vii) a designated question and answer period; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Urging the Independent Authorities to Report to Council at Least Every 12 Months. The City of Jacksonville hereby urges the four (4) independent authorities: the Jacksonville Aviation Authority, the Jacksonville Port Authority, the Jacksonville Transportation Authority and the JEA, to schedule time on a rotating basis with the Council Secretary for each entity at least once every twelve (12) months to attend a Council meeting and provide an oral update and state of the independent agency report to the Council with which would include the following (i) a report by the CEO, (ii) a Financial Report for the prior fiscal year (with balance sheet, income statement and cash flow information), (iii) an Employee Review (with number of employees, number of openings/difficulties in skill sets and/or hiring, diversity data, turnover rate), (iv) Projects over $1 million dollars, (v) Contracts in excess of $3 million dollars, (vi) Risks, and (vii) a designated question and answer period. The Council finds it essential to be advised of the financial wherewithal of each of the independent authorities and having the independent authorities providing this information in a noticed public format is beneficial both to the Council and the citizens of Jacksonville.   

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
