RESOLUTION 2018-430-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING THE GREATER ARLINGTON CIVIC COUNCIL ON ITS 40TH ANNIVERSARY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Greater Arlington Civic Council has perfected the formula for effective community activism and the council is active in addressing issues of concern that impact the quality of life in the Greater Arlington area, and the council makes sure it is free of political or governmental pressures in order to be a voice for the entire community; and

WHEREAS, the Greater Arlington Civic Council was formed in 1978 by a group of concerned citizens for the purpose of protecting and promoting the health, safety, morals, comfort, convenience and general welfare of the citizens of the Greater Arlington area and the organization is a non-partisan and non-profit civic organization made up of representatives from individual neighborhoods, homeowner associations, civic groups and other non-profit organizations; and

WHEREAS, the Greater Arlington Civic Council allows any citizen or group to attend the monthly meetings and at these meetings they are able to express a neighborhood or community concern without holding membership; and

WHEREAS, the Greater Arlington Civic Council has been active in addressing and engaging many issues in the community, such as intrusive or non-compatible land use and zoning issues, the intrusion of major roadways into residential neighborhoods, intersection improvements, landscaping, coastal high hazard area and wetland protection, improvements on roadways, historical area preservation, park preservation and promotion, the active support of the Jacksonville Arboretum, raising concerns regarding the Craig Runway Extension, supporting the Tree Protection Voter Referendum, supporting the St. Johns Riverkeeper, the former Landscape Commission, the current Tree Commission and the Town Center Initiatives; and
WHEREAS, the Greater Arlington Civic Council keeps a watch on the items that come up in City Council and other city departments and the organization is celebrating its 40th Anniversary this year; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby congratulates the Greater Arlington Civic Council on 40 years of representing the needs and desires of the Arlington community and making the area’s wishes known regarding issues ranging from zoning and transportation to parks and crime. The Civic Council’s persistence has caused it to be a formidable voice in city government, and on this occasion the City Council extends its best wishes for many more years of effective representation of the citizens of Arlington.
