LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE AMENDMENT

The Land Use and Zoning Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2018-446:
(1) On page 1, line 18, after “PUD;” insert “PUD SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS;”; and
(2) On page 3, line 1½, insert a new Section 2 to read as follows:

“Section 2.
Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions.  Such conditions control over the written description and may only be amended through a rezoning.

(1) The developer shall install an eight (8) foot tall vinyl fence along the entire length of the north property line.

(2) Along the north property line, the following landscape conditions shall apply: (a) the developer shall retain as many existing trees as possible, (b) the developer shall plant at least twenty-eight (28) oak trees, which are between ten (10) feet and fifteen (15) feet tall at the time of planting, and (c) the newly planted oak trees shall be placed as close together as possible, while still maintaining the health of the tree and its roots.

(3) In the appropriate legally binding documents, the developer shall require that the Homeowners’ Association (a) maintains the eight (8) foot tall vinyl fence along the north property line in perpetuity, and (b) maintains all landscaping along the north property line in perpetuity.
(4) Prior to the first final inspection within any phase of development, the owner or their agent shall submit to the Planning and Development Department for its review and approval either (a) an affidavit documenting that all conditions to the development order have been satisfied, or (b) a detailed agreement for the completion of all conditions to the development order.”; and
(3) Renumber the remaining Sections.
(4) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
