ORDINANCE 2018-451-E
AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING AND/OR DISCLAIMING AN ALL UTILITIES EASEMENT IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7, ESTABLISHED IN ORDINANCE 2014-241-E AND RECORDED IN OFFICIAL RECORDS BOOK 16810, PAGE 318, AT THE REQUEST OF THE LOFTS AT LAVILLA ON MONROE, LTD., THE PROPERTY OWNER (THE “APPLICANT”), TO ALLOW APPLICANT TO CONSTRUCT A MULTI-UNIT RESIDENTIAL BUILDING; PROVIDING FOR APPROVAL SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  An all utilities easement in Council District 7, established in Ordinance 2014-241-E and recorded in Official Records Book 16810, Page 318, a description of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Easement”), is hereby closed and abandoned and/or disclaimed as an all utilities easement at the request of The Lofts at Lavilla on Monroe, Ltd., the property owner (the “Applicant”). Ordinance 2014-241-E closed a portion of the right-of-way of Lee Street, but reserved an all utilities easement. Lee Street has since been realigned.

Section 2.

Purpose.
The closure and abandonment of the Easement is requested to allow Applicant to construct a multi-unit residential building. Plans for parking, a stairwell, and enclosures for biking and other items will encroach into the eastern edge of the Easement unless it is abandoned. The Applicant has paid the application fee of $516.00. There were no objections to the closure of the Easement by any City or utility agency. 
Section 3.

Hold Harmless Covenant.
The closure and abandonment by the City of its interest in the Easement is subject to the execution and delivery to the City by Applicant of a Hold Harmless Covenant in substantially the same form attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. Accordingly, the closure and abandonment of the Easement shall not be recorded in the Public Records until execution and delivery to the City by the Applicant of the required Hold Harmless Covenant. 

Section 4.


Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
