AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $500,000 FROM the Special council CONTINGENCY – police athletic league ($470,000) to the police ATHLETIC league trust fund for improvements to police athletic league facilities and to replaCe two 16 PASSENGER buses, and ($30,000) to the department of parks, recreation and community services TO repair the track at the jaxpal westside center (Mallison Park); PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS INTO THE 2018-2019 FISCAL YEAR; Authorizing and Approving an agreement between the City of Jacksonville and the police athletic league of jacksonville, Inc.; providing for oversight by the parks, recreation and community services department; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Explanation of Appropriation: 
The funding above is being appropriated from the Special Council Contingency – Police Athletic League to the Police Athletic League Trust Fund ($470,000) to provide funding for improvements to Police Athletic League facilities and to replace two deteriorating buses; and funding to the Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services ($30,000), to repair the track at the JaxPAL Westside Center (Mallison Park). 
Section 2. 
Purpose. The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding in the amount of $470,000 to JaxPAL to improve three Police Athletic League facilities and purchase two new 16-passeger buses. The remaining $30,000 will be used by the City of Jacksonville Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services to repair the track at the JaxPAL Westside Center (Mallison Park). A more detailed scope is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 3.

Carryover.
 The funds appropriated in Section 1 of this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2018-2019.

Section 4. 
Approval and Authorization to Execute. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary and the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office are hereby authorized to execute an agreement between the City of Jacksonville, the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office and the Police Athletic League of Jacksonville, Inc., to provide repairs and updates to the facilities and replace two buses, substantially in the form attached hereto as Exhibit 3.

Section 5.

Oversight.
 The Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department shall oversee the project described herein.

Section 6. 
Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
